Here are a few small ways you can make a big difference.

Bring your own cloth or fabric bags when you shop; Re-use the plastic bags you already have (use them in your car
as a trash container, use them to dispose of kitty litter, use them in your smaller waste bins around your apartment,
cut a slit in them to protect your clothes from dust, moths etc.)

How you do your laundry makes a big difference! Wash your clothes in cold water whenever possible; wash & dry full

loads (or if washing a small load, use the appropriate water setting); clean the lint filter in the dryer after every load to

improve air circulation; Periodically inspect your dryer vent to ensure it is not blocked, this will save energy and may
prevent a fire. Consider air-drying clothes on drying racks.

We can help you SHRED your paper! If you have confidential papers that you'd like to have shredded, you can drop
them off at our leasing office any time and put them into our Shred-it container. Save your junk mail, newspapers,
and other paper products that can be recycled, and bring them to our office on the 4th Saturday of each month at
10:00 a.m. to be shredded (only $3 for a small box-the size of a copy paper box or smaller; or 2 grocery bags),
$5 for a large box; you can make a check out to Shred-it) or you take them directly to Shred-It any time!
